Exhibitor orders tags from https://kyvenues-
web.ungerboeck.com/sop/sop_p2_form.aspx?orderform=01&SessionID=fbnfblej8fcofhlfc8f
fm, agents/advisors will NOT order tags. It is the exhibitor’s responsibility to order
K.U.L.P. tags.

Exhibitor will pay for tags at checkout. Exhibitor name(s), address, phone number,
and email must be completed in order for tags to be shipped. K.U.L.P. tags will be
issued to the exhibitor who ordered the K.U.L.P. tag and shall not be sold, traded or
otherwise transferred to another exhibitor or animal.

Entry Office will send tags, DNA Kkits, and informational paperwork to Exhibitor.
Exhibitor will follow tagging process to ensure market animal(s) are tagged with a
KUIP tag and DNA has been pulled to send back in DNA Envelope.

0 Place 840 EID Tag (KUIP tag) in center of animal’s ear. Market Cattle tags are
Y-Tex tags, Small Animal tags are AllFlex. Please note this as taggers for these
two tags are NOT universal.

0 Fill out DNA envelope completely

0 Packets WILL NOT be accepted without exhibitor’s and parent/guardian
signatures

0 Pull 40 hair follicles. DO NOT CUT HAIR.

= Supplies needed: pliers and collection envelope
Exhibitor will submit ONLINE Market Animal Validation Form for each Market
Animal. Form can be found at “KY DNA” tab at kystatefair.org/livestock-validation-

form/

BOTH the Market Animal Validation Form AND the DNA ENVELOPE for EACH
animal must be submitted or postmarked before posted deadline.

EACH Exhibitor will need to fill out an Online Market Animal Validation Form, even

if the exhibitors are co-tagging.

Broccoli Cheddar Biscuits

Servings: Makes 20 servings Serving Size: 1 biscuit Recipe Cost: $5.43 Cost per Serving: $0.27

Ingredients:

1 cup broccoli florets, chopped
1 carrot, grated

2 cups all-purpose flour, divided
2 teaspoons baking powder

1 teaspoon salt

1 cup buttermilk

% cup vegetable oil

% cup shredded cheddar cheese

Directions:

Preheat oven to 400 degrees F.

Place chopped broccoli and grated carrot in a medium bowl. Toss with % cup of flour and set aside.

In a large bowl, stir together remaining (1 % cups) flour, baking powder and salt.

Add buttermilk and vegetable oil into flour mixture and stir until just combined, being careful not to
overmix.

Fold in vegetable mixture and cheese into flour mixture. In the bowl, knead two or three times until a
dough ball is formed.

Transfer dough to a lightly floured surface. Pat the dough into an inch thickness. Using a cookie cutter or

glass (2 inches in diameter), cut dough into rounds.

. Arrange biscuits on a baking sheet. Bake 12 minutes or until golden.
